�� Pick & Draw—can ride up to 5x but must have at least 1 
draw (Pick 4/Draw 1 or Draw all 5).  Eligibility for Beginner’s 
Class determined by Rating Committee 

�� QUICK DRAW- $150/rider  include 6 rides  with total 
counted per rider, progressive must sort  per ride. Pay one 
place for every 5 teams. 

�� Three across the line – all penning divisions. 
�� 60 second time limit for all divisions except Juniors, which 

will be 75 seconds. 
�� $2.00 sanctioning fee per ride will apply.
�� A 60 second timer will be used in all RMTPA sorts with a lap 

timer to break ties. 
�� Stalls: $20.00/night or $50 for the weekend ($20/stall 

added if you do not clean your own stall). 
�� RV Hookups: $25/night 
�� Concessions Available
